
RESOLUTION NO. 23-01 IC 

A RESOLUTION OF THE INDIAN CREEK COMMON 
FACILITIES DISTRICT OF OSCEOLA COUNTY, FLORIDA,
RELATING TO THE IMPOSITION OF SPECIAL ASS ESSMENTS 
TO FUND MAINTENANCE OF THE DISTRICT'S COMMON 
FACILITIES; ESTABLISHING THE ASSESSMENT FOR FISCAL 
YEAR 2023-2024; IMPOSING THE ASSESSMENTS AGAINST 
PROPERTY WITHIN THE DISTRICT: PROVIDING FOR 
COLLECTION OF THE ASSESSM ENTS; AND PROVIDING AN 
EFFECTIVE DA TE. 

WHEREAS, the assessment roll, as herein approved, together with the correction of any 
errors or omissions shall be delivered to the Tax Collector for co llection using the tax bil l collection 
method in the manner prescribed by law. The assessment roll , as delivered to the Tax Collector, 
shall be accompanied by a Certificate to Non-Ad Valorem Assessment Roll for the Indian Creek 
Common Facilities District, in substantially the form attached hereto as Appendix B. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF 
THE INDIAN CREEK COMMON FACILITIES DISTRICT OF OSCEOLA COUNTY, AS 
FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1. DEFINITIONS. This is the Annual Assessment Resolution as defined in 
Ordinance No. 06-44 which has been amended by Ordinance Nos. 07-27, 08-10. 08-13. 11-03, 12-1 7 
and 2014-1 24 (collectively, the "Master Ordinance") All capitalized terms in this Resolution shall 
have the meanings defined in the Master Ordinance. 

SECTION 2. FINDINGS. 

(A) The Master Ordinance authorizes the District to impose Assessments to fund the 
Maintenance Cost of its Common Facilities. 

(B) As required by the terms of the Master Ordinance, notice of a public hearing has been 
published in a newspaper genera lly circulated within the County; the proofof publication is attached 
hereto as Appendix A. 

(C) A public hearing has been duly held and comments and objections of all interested 
persons have been heard and considered as required by the terms of the Master Ordinance. 

SECTION 3. CONFIRMATION OF INITIAL ASSESSMENT RESOLUTION. 
The Initial Assessment Resolution is hereby confirmed. 

SECTION 4. ASSESSMENTS. 

(A) The Single Family Residential Units within the District are hereby fo und to be 
specially benefited by the Maintenance Services. An Assessment of $300 for each Single Family 
Res idential Unit within the District is hereby imposed for Fiscal Year 2023-2024, which shall be the 
max imum Assessment for any future Fiscal Year unless the District provides published and mailed 
notice to the owners of property within the District and conducts a public hearing in the manner 
described in the Master Ordinance prior to adoption of the Annual Assessment Resolution for such 
Fiscal Year. 



(B) The Assessment Roll, which is currently on file in the office of the District Clerk and 
incorporated herein by reference, is hereby approved. Upon adoption of this Resolution for any 
future Fiscal Year, the Assessments shall constitute a lien against the property listed on the Assessment 
Roll equal in rank and dignity with the liens of all state, county, di strict or municipal taxes and other 
non-ad valorem assessments. Except as otherwise provided by law, such lien shall be superior in 
dignity to all other liens, titl es, and claims, until paid. The lien shall be deemed perfected upon 
adoption of this Resolution or the Annual Assessment Resolution for any future Fiscal Year and 
shall attach to the property included on the Assessment Roll as of the prior January 1, the lien date 
fo r ad valorem taxes. 

SECTION 5. COLLECTION OF ASSESSMENTS. The Assessments shall be 
collected pursuant to the Uniform Assessment Collection Act. Upon adoption of the Annual 
Assessment Resolution for each Fiscal Year, the District Clerk shall cause the certification and 
delivery of the Assessment Roll to the Tax Collector by September 15, in the manner prescribed by 
the Uniform Assessment Collection Act. 

SECTION 6. EFFECT OF ANNUAL ASSESSMENT RESOLUTION. The adoption 
of this Annual Assessment Resolution shall be the final adj udication of the issues presented herein 
and in the Initial Assessment Resolution (including, but not limited to , the method by which the 
Assessments will be computed, the Assessment Roll , the maximum annual Assessment, and the levy 
and lien of the Assessments) unless proper steps are initiated in a court of competent jurisdiction to 
secure relief within twenty days from the effective date of this Final Assessment Resolution. 

SECTION 7. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon 
its adoption.
